1. GENERAL LOCATION OF SUTTON

2. CENTRAL LONDON TO SUTTON BY RAIL

The nearest station to us is Sutton (not West Sutton or Sutton Common). Sutton is served by direct
trains from:

1. Victoria station - The service is operated by Southern. This is the most frequent service.
2. Blackfriars and King's Cross stations - The service is operated by First Capital Connect.

Journey times: 25 to 50 minutes from Victoria, depending on route. 
Check www.nationalrail.co.uk/planmyjourney for timetables.

At Victoria, fast trains go to Sutton via Hackbridge or Carshalton, leaving usually from Platform 9, 10,
11, or 12. (Some trains stop at Sutton right after Clapham Junction). Final destination is usually
Epsom, Dorking, or Horsham. Slow trains go via West Croydon; their final destination is usually
Sutton, Epsom Downs or Dorking.

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Train fares 
Before 09:30 – Single rail ticket, £4.80, Return rail ticket is £8.70; One Day Travel Card £15.00 
After 09:30 (off peak travel) –One Day Travel card £8.00 

Tip -Travel Card: A Day Travel Card saves a lot of hassle buying tickets. A 5 or 6-Zone Travel Card
at the start tube/rail station before 09:30 costs £15.00. After 09:30 it costs £8.00. This will be valid for
unlimited travel in Greater London on buses, trains, and tubes within the specified travel zones
including Heathrow Airport and London City Airport. Sutton is in Zone 5.

3. BY FOOT FROM SUTTON STATION TO ENOTRAC

See Fig.2 below. On exit from the station, turn right into High Street going down hill. After crossing 2
junctions, turn left into Hill Road (just before Waterstones bookshop). Chancery House is at the end
of the road on your right. We are on the top (8th) floor.
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4. GATWICK AIRPORT TO SUTTON

By minicab: This is the quickest way. Journey time: 30 mins. Let us know in advance to arrange it.
Cost: ca. £30.

By rail via Clapham Junction: Take a train to Clapham Junction (Britain’s busiest station). Go to
Platform 15 and take the train to Sutton. Total journey time: 1 hour approx.

5. HEATHROW AIRPORT TO SUTTON

By minicab: Journey time: 45 minutes to 1 hour. Let us know in advance to arrange it. Cost: ca. £38-
£47 dependent upon time of day.

Direct to Sutton by bus: Bus No. X26 from Heathrow Central Bus Station. Frequency: Half hourly
approx. Final destination: Croydon Town Centre. Journey time to Sutton: 1 hour 15 minutes nominal
but allow 2 hours plus at peak times. Fare: £2.20.

NB: On arrival at Terminals 1, 2 or 3 follow signs to Central Bus Station. When arriving at Terminal 4,
take courtesy bus (555) to Central Bus Station first (or take the courtesy train to Heathrow Central,
then follow signs to Central Bus station). Frequency: every 8 minutes. Or take bus Route H23, 556,
435 or 557 to Hatton Cross tube station where the X26 stops

From Heathrow Underground station to London Victoria and then by suburban rail:
Take the Piccadilly Line to Hammersmith, transfer to the District Line to Victoria. 
At Victoria take a train to Sutton as explained in Section 2. . Total journey time: 1 hour 30 min.
Fare: Buy a Travel card (see tip in section 2)

6. LONDON CITY AIRPORT TO SUTTON

Follow sign to DLR (Docklands Light Railway). Take the DLR to Bank.
Take the District Line to Victoria station, then to Sutton as explained in Section 2. 
Total duration: 2 hours
Fare: Buy a Travel card (see Tip in section 2).

7. LUTON AIRPORT

Trains from Luton Airport Parkway run towards London every 10 to 20 minutes. 
Depending on which train you take, change trains either at St. Pancras, London Blackfriars, or
Farringdon Station in order to pick up a connection to Sutton (Surrey) Station as explained in 2. 
Total journey time: 1 hour 40 minutes.

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8. STANSTED AIRPORT TO SUTTON

• Take the Stansted Express train towards London, to Tottenham Hale station. Final destination:
Liverpool Street. Usual frequency: Every 15 minutes. Journey time to Tottenham Hale: 15 minutes

• Change at Tottenham Hale to the Victoria Line Southbound (final destination Brixton).
• At Victoria station take a train to Sutton as explained in Section 2. 
• Total journey time: 2 hours, 15 minutes.
• Fare to Sutton, return: Off peak £27.50. Peak £39.50

9. BY CAR FROM THE M25

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1. Leave motorway at Junction 8.
2. Take A217 sign posted to Sutton.
3. After about 7 miles of dual

carriageway, including round-abouts
and traffic lights, you reach a
roundabout with 2 exits - London
A217 and Sutton B2230.

4. Take the 2nd exit: Sutton B2230.
5. After about 1 mile, you reach Sutton

town centre with the Sutton Railway
station on the right, then 'hit' the one
way system at the traffic lights.

6. Follow signs to A217 London until St
Nicholas Way.

7. Park in Gibson Road or St Nicholas
car parks

B2230 to SuttonA217 London

(about 1 mile from lights to roundabout)

Traffic lights

From M25 J8, about 6 miles away
